Structure:

When a "Greek Sweep" is declared, gaticipating_hapter will be asked to clean up their own
property and meet at a predeterminedadr&@30 AM The clearup will include picking up all
garbage and sweeping the sidewalks and.stBzgbage bags will be made available to the
participating Chapters as the predetermined meetingporacompletion of the cleap,
Chapters must take their garbage bags to the aeanpster and dispose of them.

At 12:00 PM, members of the Iifitaternity Council will be out to conduct inspections of all

Chapter properties and Highlands areas. If a Chapter has not thoroughly clean its property and
designated Highlda area, ten (10) points will be deducted from its CORE poiainiitalvill

have until 4:00 PM to correct the problems. At 4:00 PM, members of the Interfraternity Council
will conduct a second check for all Chapters that did not pass the initial inspection. Any Chapter
that has not adequately corrected the problems of theiespketion wilhave an additional five

(5) points deducted from its CORE point total.
